Every Ordeal Candidate must make one of these Ordeal opportunities. If the Ordeal Candidate
does not, election status as an Ordeal Candidate for membership in the Order of the Arrow becomes
null and void, and the person must be re-nominated or elected next year. Please contact your
scoutmaster and ask for additional details on the troop’s plans for Ordeal Candidates to complete their
Ordeal.

Enclosed you will find an Ordeal Candidate Equipment List and schedule of Ordeal Ceremony
dates. The registration forms for Ordeal Candidates are available on the Lodge web page (www.0a41.org
) or at the Three Fires Council Scout stores. Please note the registration deadline on the forms. We ask
for pre-registration which will assist us for a speedier check in at the event. The Ordeal Candidates will
need normal camping gear, in addition to a tent, work gloves, atarp, work clothes (we will be painting),
rain coat (this event will happen rain or shine), a Scout uniform, and any medications (and medical form
enclosed) they may be taking. When they arrive at camp, they will be directed to set up their tent in the
designated Ordeal Candidate camping area, and then report to the registration area for candidates with
their sleeping bag, ground cloth, and medication. Ordeal Candidates are not permitted to attend an
Ordeal Ceremony out-of-council.
